Ensure that foreign objects do not find their way into
the dryer. All pockets should be emptied, buttons,
buckles and zips fastened. This will also help reduce
impact noise when the items hit against the turning

Do not add items into the dryer whilst it is in operation.

If drying large items such as a blanket, it is
recommended that from time to time you open the
dryer door, shake the item, place the item hack in
the dryer and close the door. This will ensure even
drying.
